G.S.R. 179.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309 of the Constitution, the
President hereby makes the following rules regulating the method of recruitment to the post of Junior Radiotherapy
Technologist (Grade—1) in the Radiotherapy Department of the Lady Hardinge Medical College and Shrimati Sucheta
Kriplani Hospital, New Delhi, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement. — (1) These rules may be called the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Lady
Hardinge Medical College and Shrimati Sucheta Kriplani Hospital, New Delhi, Junior Radiotherapy Technologist
(Grade-I) (Group *C’ Post), Recruitment Rules, 2022.
